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Who Should Attend?

FRESHMAN, SOPHOMORE,

& JUNIOR  STUDENTS & PARENTS!   

The College Night program for this spring will be held on Tuesday, April 5th at Oakmont High School from 6:30 - 8:30 p.m. and is for parents and the students who attend Granite Bay and Oakmont High Schools.

The purpose of this program is to inform parents and students of the application process for college, eligibility standards for UC and CSU, standardized testing, NCAA, community college and financial aid information.   The program will be in a “workshop” format where parents will be able to select three presentations to attend.  It is hoped that with this information parents and students will be able to make realistic plans for college.
UC Entry Level Writing Requirement
UC SUBJECT A Exam
     All students who will enter the University of California as freshmen must demonstrate their command of the English language by fulfilling the Entry Level Writing Requirement (formerly known as Subject A requirement) Those students from California high schools who have not satisfied the requirement by April 1, 2011 must take the Analytical Writing Placement Examination on    May 14, 2011, at one of the testing centers throughout the state.
     Students who have been admitted to the University of California for fall 2011 and who have not met the Entry Level Writing Requirement by April 1st  will receive an e-mail or letter directing them to the test center near their home or school.

     Students could have satisfied the Entry Level Writing Require-ment by either scoring:
· 30 or better on the ACT Combined English/Writing test; or
· 680 or better on the College Board SAT Reasoning Test, Writing section; or

· 3 or above on either Advanced Placement (AP) Examination in English; or

· 5 or above on an International Baccalaureate High Level English A Exam; or

· 6 or above on an International Baccalaureate Standard Level English A Exam
During the examination, students will be required to read a passage and then write an essay responding to a single topic based on the content.

Results of the University wide Analytical Writing Placement Examination will not affect a student’s admission to the University. Those who do not pass the examination in May can still satisfy the Entry Level Writing requirement before enrolling in the University or during their first term at the University.
