     Do you want your student to get an internship while in high school?
Offering a head start in career preparation is the primary purpose of the 49er Regional Occupational Program. ROP is open to high school students at least 16 years of age who are juniors or seniors. Courses are offered both at the ROP center and on high school campuses.

     Granite Bay High School offers two courses right here on our campus.  The first is Architecture, Construction and Engineering. This class offers training in the construc-tion industry including basic construction theory and practice, drafting, surveying, blueprint reading, and introductions into electrical and plumbing.

The second course to be offered here is Business Technology.  This class offers introduction to com-puters, keyboard skills, use and care of business machines, business English and business math, word processing, database, basic office skills and general business concepts.  These courses and many others offer career preparation through classroom and on-the-job training in areas where local employment exists.
